Use this to create an understanding of the events just before 1917 and 
during 1917. 

2. Write an answer of between 300 and 1000 words to the following 
question: Why was there a revolution in Russia in 1917?  

Ensure that you provide between 3 to 8 reasons before you reach a 
judgement. 

Conclude with your judgement - pick the most important reason, in your 
opinion, for the Russian Revolution and answer this question:  what is 
the most important reason for the Russian Revolution?
